ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION OF

EQUITABLE MEMBERS ACTION GROUP LIMITED

1. PRELIMINARY

1.1 The regulations contained in Table A in the Schedule to the Companies
{Tables A to F) Regulations 1985 (Sl 1985 No. 805) as amended by the Companies
{Tables A to F} {Amendment} Regulations 1985 (S| 1985 No. 10562) and as further
amended by The Companies Act 1985 (Electronic Communications} Order 2000 (Sl
2000 No. 3373) (such Table being hereinafter called "Table A"} shall apply to the
Company save in so far as they are excluded or varied hereby and such regulations
{save as so excluded or varied) and the Articles hereinafter contained shall be the
Articles of Association of the Company.

1.2 Regulations 2 to 35 (inclusive), 57, 8, 102 to 108 (inclusive), 110, 114,
116 and 117 in Table A shall not apply to the Company.

1.3 In these Articles the expression "the Act" means the Companies Act
1985, but so that any reference in these Articles to any provision of the Act shall be
deemed to include a reference to any statutory modification or re-enactment of that
provision for the time being in force,

2. INTERPRETATION

2.1 Reguiation 1 in Table A shall be read and construed as if the definition of
"the holder" were omitted therefrom.

3. MEMBERS

3.1 No person shall be admitted as a member of the Company unless he is a
member or former member of the Equitable Life Assurance Society and has or
formerly has had interests in its with-profits policies and is approved by the
directors. Subject as aforesaid, the subscribers to the Memorandum of Assocciation
of the Company and such other persons as are admitted to membership in
accordance with these Articles shall be members of the Company. Every person
who wishes to become a member shall deliver to the Company an application for
membership, in such form as the directors require, executed by him with such
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
